Intercessory Prayer
Tonight, our lives can be forever changed. 
Intercessory prayer is a powerful spiritual tool…
One could rightly argue that intercessory prayer is THE most powerful spiritual tool!
As Apostolics we must be familiar with intercessory prayer. 
First, let me define intercessory prayer?
American Heritage Dictionary says "intercession" is "A prayer or petition to God in behalf of another."
The Study Bible defines "intercession" as “Holy, believing, persevering prayer whereby someone pleads with God on behalf of another or others who desperately need God's intervention.”
So intercession is praying to God for another person … interceding on their behalf.
Understanding the definition of intercession is what makes Romans 8:26 powerful ... Read it with me ...
Romans 8:26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.
Paul explained, when you and I “pray in the Holy Ghost with groanings which cannot be uttered” … it is the “Spirit itself making intercession for us.” 
Intercessory prayer is the Spirit praying through us when we don’t know what to pray for or how to pray.
Prayer is a spiritual discipline. 
Every child of God should pray every day!
Prayer should not be complicated or difficult. 
Prayer is first and foremost simple communication with God!
Oswald Chambers wrote, “Prayer is simple, as simple as a child making known its wants to its parents.”
When I pray, I just talk to God the same way I’m talking to you.
I don’t pray at a specific time every day.
I don’t pray a pre-determined length of time every day.
(The exception is when I feel led of God to call a “time of prayer” or a “prayer meeting” with the church.)
I pray as needs arise ...
I pray when I feel the need to communicate with God ... 
In my personal prayer life … I pray till I touch God.
Prayer is powerful … because prayer can do anything God can do!
We learned many years ago … “Where there is much prayer, there is much power; where there is little prayer, there is little power; and where there is no prayer, there is no power!”
Intercessory prayer is powerful because the very Spirit of God is praying the mind of God through us!
James Montgomery said, “Prayer moves the arm that moves the world.”
Through prayer you gain power over the enemy and his plan.
When we pray in the Spirit we take authority and dominion over the evil spirits that plague our nation … our city … come against our church and our family.
Your prayers have powerful impact over the devil’s kingdom.  
William Cowper said, “Satan trembles when he sees the weakest saint upon his knees.”
Even the strongest demons flee when God's elect begins to pray in the Holy Ghost and in Jesus name!  
II Chronicles 7:14-15 “If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land. [15] Now mine eyes shall be open, and mine ears attent unto the prayer that is made in this place.”
Prayer, mixed with faith, is an unstoppable force!
The prophet Jeremiah said, “Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard for thee.” (Jer. 32:17)
What are you battling with?
Finances … Marriage … Job … Physical or mental needs … 
No matter what you are battling … its no match for prayer mixed with faith.
One old boy said, “If you are swept off your feet, it's time to get on your knees.” 
At the midnight hour … “Paul and Silas prayed and sang praises to God.”
God sent an earthquake … the prison doors were opened … every man’s bands were loosed.
Are you between that proverbial rock and a hard place?
Does it seem like you are bound?
Is your worship life ... faithfulness ... faith in God ... all under attack?
Do you need a “band-breaking” revival in your life?
Leonard Ravenhill, noted author of numerous books on the subject of prayer, said, “Prayer is not preparation for the battle, prayer is the battle.”
Prayer definitely changes things!
Anything worth worrying about is worth praying about.
In Daniel Chapter 10 … as a captive prince, living in a strange land, Daniel began to pray against the Prince of Persia.  
He fasted for 21 days … and, prayed 3 times each day …
The Lord heard his prayer … sent an angel to assist him … 
Daniel, ONE YOUNG MAN, through prayer turned the fate of an entire nation.  
Brother Tenney often says, “Don't expect a thousand-dollar answer to a ten-cent prayer.”
I remember the first time I prayed an intercessory prayer.
Traveled with my Uncle Bill to a prayer summit like this.
That single trip forever changed my life. 
Stayed up most of the night praying. 
My father came to my room to see what was the matter with me ... called my pastor ... 
I had entered into a dimension of praying and had taken hold of something more powerful than I'd ever known. 
I remember when it looked like all was lost as a home missionary … just a young man.
I went to the church to pray.
I stayed a night and a day.
Someone once said, “When the outlook is bad, try the up-look.”
That very Wednesday night we had one guest … nothing happened to her. 
She put $2,500 in the offering.
She brought 19 guests back with her on Sunday … 11 of them received the Holy Ghost. 
She was responsible for more than 40 people being filled with the Holy Ghost in the next 30 days.
Intercessory prayer is us allowing the Spirit of God to pray through us.
Romans 8:26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.
You don't have to be a musician, singer, or preacher to be a powerful minister ... You can be an intercessor!
How to enter into intercessory prayer.

Start speaking with tongues

Focus your mind on some person 


who is lost or in dire need.

Allow the Spirit to start praying for 

that person or need (with groaning 

that cannot be uttered).
